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1. INTRODUCTION 
 
Offset the Rest Limited (ñOffset the Restò) is a New Zealand based company.  Its purpose is to provide 
individuals and businesses with assistance to measure emissions, implement emission reduction initiatives, and 
to provide carbon offsets for any unavoidable emissions.  Offset the Rest provides carbon neutral certification 
for businesses. 
 
Web 1 2009 Limited (ñWeb 1ò) provides fully integrated website design services and internet related products 
and services to facilitate the growth of businesses online.  Web 1 was launched in April 2007, and is committed 
to minimising its impact on the environment.  In 2008, the company decided to pursue carbon neutral 
certification, and the company was certified carbon neutral by Offset the Rest in May 2008.  
 
Carbon neutral certification is provided in accordance with Offset the Restôs certification process.  Part of this 
process involves an annual review and recertification.  Web 1 was certified carbon neutral for 12 months.  As 
this time period has now expired, Web 1 has applied to be recertified for the following 12 month period.  In order 
to achieve this recertification Web 1 has undertaken a rigorous three step process involving measurement of 
GHG emissions, implementation of a GHG reduction strategy, and the offsetting of any unavoidable emissions. 
 
This document forms the basis of Web 1ôs carbon neutral certification for the period 15 May 2009 to 14 May 
2010.  
 
2. BASIS FOR EMISSIONS MEASUREMENT 
 
Emissions measurement for the purposes of this certification has been undertaken by utilising the business 
emissions calculator developed by the Cawthron Institute, Sustainable Business Group.  The Cawthron Institute 
(ñCawthronò) is a leading New Zealand and internationally recognised scientific and research facility. 
 
The process that has been followed in measuring Web 1ôs business footprint is that specified in ISO 14 064 part 
1 and the Greenhouse Gas Protocol Corporate Accounting and Reporting Standard; and the measurement 
process follows the measurement principles set out in these standards. 
 
Web 1 were responsible for the provision of all relevant emissions data to Offset the Rest for input into the 
calculator, and the calculations have been reviewed and verified by Cawthron. 
 
The measurement scope includes all Scope 1 direct emissions and Scope 2 indirect emissions, and applicable 
Scope 3 indirect emissions. 
 
Measurement of emissions is based upon data collected by Web 1 for the 12 month period 15 May 2008 to 14 
May 2009.  
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3. GHG EMISSION INFORMATION 
 
3.1  Scope 1 Direct GHG Emissions 

 
Comprising direct energy emissions from transport fuels.

4. CARBON MANAGEMENT STRATEGIES 
 
A significant part of the carbon neutral certification for Web 1 comprises the company committing to a GHG 
emissions monitoring strategy for the next twelve month period.  The strategy includes the management of 
emissions across the entire business operations of Web 1, and wherever practical, within the supply chain. 
 
As part of this carbon neutral certification process, Web 1 has, in conjunction with Offset the Rest, reviewed its 
previous carbon management strategies for the period 15 May 2008 to 14 May 2009.  This review has been 
documented in a Carbon Management Strategies Report.  
 
Overall the carbon management strategies referred to above have been very successful in ensuring that Web 1 
operates its business with the lowest emissions reasonably possible.
